• It is also the cross of the Sisters of St Joseph who originally staffed the school. 

• The boat represents not only our geographical position, but is symbolic of 
our faith journey, hence the simple boat of fishermen from the Gospels.

• The motto 'LOVE ONE ANOTHER’ - is from John 13:34

“And now I give you a new commandment, love one another. As I have loved 
you, so you must love one another.”



Revising the school crest

• The St Joseph’s crest is a cherished symbol of identity, history and faith, a visual reminder of the values 
and traditions that have shaped our community over time.
